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The shape allows the superimposition of its faces and the flanking
elements, creating a sinuous composition, apparently disordered, but
statically stable.

It is possible to use the singular objects as a box, a chair or a table.
Every box present some different eyelets, so it's so easy to seize the
singular element with its contain.
